Mars is called the “Red Planet” because of its red color, and scientists believe that long ago Mars may have had water.
The four planets farther from the Sun are called the outer planets. They are much larger than the inner planets. Jupiter is the biggest planet in the Solar System and has a giant storm called the Great Red Spot. Saturn is famous for its beautiful rings made of ice and rock. Uranus is a very cold planet that spins on its side. Neptune is the farthest planet from the Sun and has very strong winds.
The Solar System also includes moons, asteroids, and comets. Moons travel around planets. Asteroids are rocky objects mostly found in the asteroid belt between Mars and Jupiter. Comets are made of ice and dust, and when they come close to the Sun, they create bright tails.
The Solar System is an amazing place filled with planets, moons, and many other objects. Scientists continue to explore space and learn new things every year. Learning about the Solar System helps us understand our place in the universe and inspires people to explore beyond Earth.
