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The Solar System is made up of the Sun and eight planets. The Sun is a star and the largest object in the Solar System. More than one million Earths could fit inside the Sun!
Mercury is the closest planet to the Sun and also the smallest planet. Venus is the hottest planet, with temperatures of about 462°C. Earth is our home and the only planet that supports life. Earth also has one moon called the Moon.
Mars is called the Red Planet. It has the tallest volcano in the Solar System, called Olympus Mons. Jupiter is the biggest planet and has a huge storm called the Great Red Spot. Saturn is famous for its beautiful rings made of dust and ice. Uranus is the coldest planet, and Neptune is the planet farthest from the Sun.
The planets are divided into two groups: four small inner planets and four giant outer planets. The Solar System is very interesting and full of amazing facts.
